No voters will be denied
any electoral service on the basis of non-availability of Aadhar. This should be made
clear to all functionaries again,

Developing Partnerships: To carry forward the SVEEP programme in relation to
registration, partnerships may be strengthened with the following:

a) State Govt Departments j) Private Service providers like Airtel,
b) MCDs can be roped in Metros Vodaphone etc,

¢) Public Broadcaster, AIR and DD k) Theatres like PVR, Inox etc and
d) Local Railways Shopping Malls

e) Airport Authority of India ) Private Media - TV Channels, FM
f) Educational Institutions Channels (big time), Newspapers

Il.  Action as directed above may be taken up on a most immediate basis for the
Summary revision. The Commission has directed for a reporting format that is being
chalked out and shall be subsequently issued.
