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3. Section 219 of Bharatiya Nagarik Suraksha Sanhita, 2023 provides that no court shall take
cognizance of an offence punishable under Sections 81 to 84 of Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita, 2023
except upon a complaint made by some person aggrieved by the offence. However, in the
present case, Section 82 of Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita, 2023 has been invoked while lodging the
FIR in Case Crimc No.0014 of 2025, under Sections 115(2), 352, 351(3), 85 and 82(1) of
Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita, 2023 and Section 3/4 of Dowry Prohibition Act, Police Station

Mahila Thana, District Shrawasti.
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4. Sections 220, 221 and 222 of Bharatiya Nagarik Suraksha Sanhita, 2023 further provides that
there are certain other offences envisaged in Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita, 2023, for which the court
cannot take cognizance except on a complaint filed by the aggrieved person or State or a public
servant as the case may be. Therefore, there is a specific bar that the court will not take
cognizance of the offences which are mentioned in the Bhartiya Nyaya Sanhita, 2023.
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4. ARcr some argument, it has becn noted that the police have been registering
EiRs under the provisions of Special Acts, such 25 the Mines and Minerals Act the
Drugs and Cosmetics Act, and other similar legislation, where cognlzance Is legally
barred on the police report. As 2 result, the SS.P. of Bulandshahar is hereby
directed to prepare 3 comprehensive report including suggestions in consultation
with the D.G. Prosccution, Lucknow, Ultar Pradesh, and other rclevant
stakehalders, detalling cases where the registration of FIRs by the police Is

prohiblted under these Acts.
